DECREE Ne 11E/2017

From the 6th to the 8th of November, 2017, the Western American Diocese will recognize two
exceedingly important dates in the history of the Russian Orthodox Church: the tragic 100th anniversary of
the Bolshevik Revolution (25th of October / 7th of November, 1917) and the 10th Anniversary of the signing
of the “Act of Canonical Communion” within the Russian Orthodox Church (the Feast of Ascension, 4 / 17
May, 2007). These two events — the first tragic and the second joyous — will be marked together during these
days, through the convocation of a pastoral conference, the organisation of a lecture open to all members of
our diocese, and most importantly through prayer and the celebration of the Holy Eucharist.

IL

On Monday 6th November, 2017 (n.s.), the clerics and laity of the Western American Diocese are
called to assemble at the Diocesan Cathedral in San Francisco for the celebration of its patronal Feast of the
Icon of the Mother of God “Joy of All Who Sorrow.” A moleben, Cross procession and festal meal will
follow. In the evening at 6 pm the clergy will gather at the Cadet House to tour the Imperial Museum and
spend time together.

I

On Tuesday 7th November, 2017 the pastoral conference for members of the clergy will then
commence with its work. Plans are being made to invite representatives from the Church in Russia, whose
presence and participation will underline the joy that has come from these ten years of reconciliation within
the Church.

In the evening, on this “Day of Irreconciliation,” at 6:00 p.m. the annual panikhida will be served for
“all the victims of the Revolution,” which was ignited by the bloody, armed insurrection in Petrograd 100
years ago. Immediately following the panikhida, at 7:00 p.m., a lecture on the spiritual significance of the
events that ensued from that fated time will be given by a guest clergyman from Russia. This lecture is open
to all the clergy and laity of the Western American Diocese.
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IV.

On Wednesday 8th November, 2017 the pastoral conference will complete its work.

V.

All Father Rectors of the Diocese are requested to prepare their respective flocks for participation in
these days through sermons, lectures, the showing of documentary films, and any other means available to
educate the faithful about the enormous significance of these two events. The youth of our parish schools
should be taught about the meaning of the Russian Revolution and about the significance of Reconciliation
within the Russian Church though class discussions and presentations. For resources on this topic, the works
of our local Saint, the Holy Hierarch St. John of Shanghai and San Francisco the Wonderworker may be

referred to.
VI

It is recommended that the families of the Western American Diocese make arrangements to be
permitted leave from work and school in order to participate in the Feast of the Diocesan Cathedral on
Monday 6th November and the panikhida and lecture on Tuesday 7th November.
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
